The description was significantly shaped by
feedback the Search Committee received from many persons across the
church. Some persons wanted the Executive Director to be a pastor while
others wanted a “corporate type CEO.” Overall, the committee heard that
people want someone with the heart of a pastor and the skills of a CEO.
There was affirmation for an individual with the ability to “initiate and lead
sustainable change.” The committee heard the desire for all parts of the
denomination to effectively work together and be inspired by an Executive
Director who calls us to walk together on the missional journey we are
traveling, guided by the Holy Spirit.
