“Train children in the right way, and when old, they will not stray.” 
       – Proverbs 22:6 
 

I fell in love with the church at a pretty young age and Bible School had a 
LOT to do with that. As a young boy, I couldn’t wait for Bible School to 
start at Salem Mennonite, so I rode my bike there (1.5 mile) an hour early 
so I wouldn’t miss any action. 
 

I loved the fact that the church was filled with children of all ages and it was fun 
to be able to utilize all the space in the church that children normally didn’t use 
on a typical Sunday morning. We wore shorts to church, and that was different 
than Sunday morning. We brought sack lunches and enjoyed eating our lunches 
outside in the warm sun with a carton of milk that VBS provided for us. 
 

The teachers had prepared the classroom to be a special place of learning, 
studying, praying and making crafts. We learned new lively songs in music 
class and even put on a play based on the Apostle Paul. Bible School felt 
like school, but yet this was learning about Jesus in a new way, a creative 
way, a different way than Sunday school. 
 

There was more of a pulse in Bible School.  More activities.  More engagement 
with the Biblical stories.  More permission to do things differently.  More 
lively classroom discussions.  (Probably more discipline issues).  Bible 
school was simply more and it gave me life! 
 

I learned Bible verses and committed them to memory. I enjoyed watching the 
recreational people interact with us young kids. I loved catching softballs and 
playing other games with the others. I felt community in Bible School. I felt 
like I belonged to the Body of Christ. I knew the teachers cared for me. I 
experienced the love of God during that holy week that filled me with a joy 
that I still feel today. 
 

The wisdom literature in the Bible speaks of teaching children the right way 
when they are young, and that foundation will serve them well as they get 
older. Teaching our children about knowing Jesus and following Jesus in 
community is what Bible School is all about. Ecclesiastes 12:1 says, 
“Remember your Creator in the days of your youth…” For me, Bible 
School enabled me to know how much God loved me. 
 

When our children (and others from the community) gather in June for Bible 
School this year, we probably have some idea of what we are doing for our 
children.  But we really don’t know how their faith will be nurtured, stirred, 
affirmed and celebrated. We have no idea of who will find themselves welling 
up with joy just because of Bible School. 
 

What memories do you have of Bible School? What scriptures do you still 
remember? What positive Bible school experiences continue to shape your 
faith and give you joy? And maybe most importantly, how are you continuing 
to learn about Jesus today, within our community of faith? It is never to late 
to rediscover the joy of learning about Jesus.
